DCM Report (Kathleen W.)

Also, a special thanks to my own 10% club, and all of those who attended...even though it was one of those “election” assemblies (that we tried so hard yesterday, to decrease to one)😊
This is my Area Report. My first District #13 meeting was Thursday, November 13, 2025, and we started out strong!!! There were eleven (11) GSRs in attendance and we managed to fill every committee chair with the exception of two. Considering last month, we had only four (4) GSRs show up, and many vacancies in our committees, this is huge. I am excited for the coming two years.
